Of the 921 injury crashes that occurred on Armstrong County roadways, excluding expressways, from 2020-2024, 41 ended in death and in 123
life-altering serious injury. Breaking down injury crashes by mode, there were 12 by bicycle, 14 involving a pedestrian, 88 by motorcycle and

807 by vehicle across the analysis period. Another 857 crashes incurred property damage only.
